1. Regular Agenda - Eagle’s Proposal for Panic Buttons

It would cost approximately $1530 to replace one panic button in each reception window in 275 Solano and one panic button in 175 Solano and one in the maintenance office.  Cost approximately $400 to place one in 155 Solano.
When the panic button is pushed it reaches Eagle security and they call the police.
It seemed like it would be wiser to add more fire alarms in the back hallways. So I looked up previous minutes and found the following.
